To Register: Please send this signed Registration Form, an initialed and signed Release, the
appropriate annual registration fee and the Session Fee with a check made out to “Stick It!
Gymnastics”. You can also register over the phone with a credit card (call 302 678-8780).
Registration is on a first come first served basis. Classes start March, 2008. Please call first to
see which classes have availabilities.

Annual Registration Fee: An annual registration fee of $30.00 for the first child and $20.00 for
each additional child must be paid before any class assignments can be made. This is a non-
refundable fee and is not part of your monthly tuition. This fee is renewable each year.

Payment Policy: Payment for classes by check is due the first (1¥) day of each month. Stick It!
Gymnastics offers an optional Monthly Automatic Payment Plan.  Alternatively, quarterly
payments will be accepted by check All quarterly payments are due by the first (1*) day of the
first month in the quarter. A late fee of $10.00 will be charged to your account for all payments
received after the 7th of the month. A $25.00 service charge will be added for all returned



checks. We do not provide billing statements, invoices are sent only to past due accounts.

Termination Notice. Automatic Deduction/Monthly: Please submit a written notice when
dropping your child from our classes by the 25th of the month to apply for the next month.
Quarterly payments: Please submit a written notice by the 25th of the end of the quarter to apply
for the following quarter. Quarterly payments are non-refundable. If we have not received any
notice and your child has discontinued this program, you will be billed automatically.

Session Fee: You can begin any time during a session and payments are only accepted for the
session, not for individual classes. If the gymnast starts in the middle of the session, the fee will
be prorated.

Classes. Lessons are based on an average of four (4) classes per month per calendar year.
Accounts will not be charged additional for months with five (5) classes nor will they be credited
for months with three (3) classes. Holidays and closings are included in the average. Notices
will be handed out for closings. Stick It! Gymnastics reserves the right to cancel any class at
anytime. You will be contacted to arrange another class time.

Dropping Classes. Stick It! Gymnastics programs run throughout the year. A minimum of two
(2) weeks written notice must be given to the office in order to drop a class. Telling a staff
member or phone calls are not permitted. You will be responsible for paying tuition for the
month if written notice IS not received.

Multiple Child Discount: If you have more than one (1) child enrolled in our programs you may
deduct ten percent (10%) off the session fee for each additional child.

Multiple Class Discount: We feel it is most beneficial for students to enroll in more than one
(1) class per week. Doing so not only gives the child more time to practice skills, but also gives
them the opportunity to obtain greater strength and flexibility, which are vital in skill
development. Students that enroll in more than one class may deduct ten percent (10%) for the
additional class.

Refund Policy: 100% money-back guarantee. If either you or your child is not satisfied and
discontinues gymnastics at Stick It! Gymnastics, we will return 100% of your money if cancelled
within the first two (2) scheduled classes of your child’s first session. After the third (3™
scheduled class (whether or not your child attends), no refunds will be given.

Make-Up Policy: Your child may make-up a missed class by contacting the office and arranging
a make-up class. Make-up classes MUST be taken during the session that they were missed.
Please =~ be sure to schedule make-ups in advance at the  office.

Proper Attire: Girls - leotard or t-shirt and shorts. Boys - t-shirt and shorts. No jewelry is
permitted. Hair must be pulled tightly away from face. Bare feet are best!!

Parent Viewing: Parents are always welcome to watch their children from our mezzanine. For
the safety of your children and for insurance reasons, anyone (including siblings) not



participating in a class MUST remain in the mezzanine area during class. Gymnastics equipment
can only be used under coaches/instructors supervision.

What class should I sign my child up for? Please sign your child up for the class that
corresponds to his or her age as of right now. Parents often want their children in an older or
more advanced class than is appropriate. It is best to keep children in a class where they can
achieve success and be comfortable with the skills they are doing before moving on to the next
class. It is much better to move a child up if the class is too easy than to move them down. All
motor skills take time to perfect. Please have patience with the learning process. It is always
best to sign up for more than one class for increased retention of skills learned.

Cancellations: Cancellations due to the weather will be on the gym answering machine at least 1
hour before classes start and also will be posted on our website (Stickitgymnastics.com).
